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The Lyles College of Engineering Honors Program
was started in 2008 as the Husband-Boeing Honors
Scholarship and has since expanded to also include
the Lyles Family Honors Scholarship. It is a full-ride
scholarship, paying all tuition over four years (two
years for transfer students) at Fresno State. The
program emphasizes academic excellence,
leadership, service, global perspective,
entrepreneurship and innovation. Students in the
Honors Program have access to individualized
learning options, research projects, access to
industry leaders, opportunities for internships, and
opportunities for hands-on learning.
